The Returning Officers (Parliamentary Constituencies) 

(Scotland) Order 2005

The Secretary of State, in exercise of the powers conferred on him by section 25(1)(b) of the Representation of the People Act 1983(
), and of all other powers enabling him in that behalf, after consultation with the Electoral Commission in accordance with section 7(1) of the Political Parties, Elections and Referendums Act 2000 (
), hereby makes the following Order:

Citation and commencement

1.-
(1)
This Order may be cited as the Returning Officers (Parliamentary Constituencies) (Scotland) Order 2005.


(2)
This Order shall not come into force until the issue of a proclamation by Her Majesty summoning a new Parliament except that for the purposes of proceedings preliminary or relating to a parliamentary election held after the issue of that proclamation this Order shall come into force on 1st March 2005.

Interpretation
2.
In this Order-

“local authority” means a council constituted under section 2 of the Local Government etc (Scotland) Act 1994;

“local government area” means the area of a local authority; and

references to constituencies are references to the constituencies which were established by the Parliamentary Constituencies (Scotland) Order 2005(
).

Returning officers

(3)
In the case of each of the constituencies named in the first column of the Schedule to this Order, being constituencies situated in more than one local government area, the returning officer for a parliamentary election shall be the person who, under section 41 of the Representation of the People Act 1983 is, or may discharge the functions of, the returning officer at elections of councillors for the local authority for the local government area named opposite thereto in the second column of the said Schedule.

Revocation

The Returning Officers (Parliamentary Constituencies) (No.2) (Scotland) Order 1996 is hereby revoked.
